Area of use

food. The product is suitable for use under the following conditions:

¢ Chilled conditions (as long as the shelf life of the food is kept). The boxes are also safe
to use in freezer but be aware thawing may impact the appearance and stability of the
cardboard.

* Room temperature (up to 40°C for more than 24 hours).

* Hotfill".

¢ Microwave oven for reheating. Make sure not to use higher power and longer time
than the product keeps its strength and stability during use. The boxes have been
evaluated for migration at high temperature conditions (see Test conditions) but be
aware microwave ovens can affect the material in different ways and cause spills and
burns if precautions are not taken. Microwave heating of boxes directly from freezer is
not recommended.

Definition from COMMISSION REGULATION (EU) 2016/1416: “hot-fill” means the filling of any
article with a food with a temperature not exceeding 100 °C at the moment of filling, after which
the food cools down to 50 °C or below within 60 minutes, or to 30 °C or below within 150
minutes.
